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Evaluation Report
In order to assess the EuroNGOs/EPF workshop on “SRHR – Population – Environmental Degradation – Climate Change“, evaluation questionnaires were distributed to the workshop participants and returned after the workshop. The return rate was 67 percent
. The evaluated areas included both the content of the meeting and the logistics. 
Overall, the event was assessed as very informative, inspiring, thought-provoking and successful. Almost all of the respondents rated the workshop as “excellent” or “very good”, and the remaining 6% have been “satisfied”. 
Many of the participants outlined the high quality of the presentations and the excellent expertise of the speakers. Many respondents also expressed their satisfaction with the overall design of the workshop, which contributed to the excellent discussion and provided ample space for the exchange of information, and allowed participants and speakers to get to know each other and learn about programs and focal points. Another frequently mentioned plus of the workshop was the fact that the workshop brought together not only representatives and stakeholders from the SRHR community, but also from other sectors (environmental, humanitarian, wider population issues…) and from different regions (Europe, USA, Africa). 

Further strengths mentioned by participants included:

· Good organization, coordination, timekeeping and chairing

· Good background information on the myriad of SRHR and population issues

· good start for a new theme, very beneficial to have new stakeholders outside of the SRHR community with good expertise joining the meeting 
· good and inspiring to have representatives from the South

· building relationships among partners

· good general presentation on what is known about the links between population and climate change

Overall impression of the workshop
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The extend to which the objectives of the workshop were achieved
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There was mainly one area identified as a weakness of the workshop by most respondents, and that was a missing introductory presentation by a climate change expert and more presentations from (European) environmental experts. Quite some participants also missed a higher number of representatives from environmental groups at the table. (note by the organizers: we will do our best to provide a fundamental presentation on the consequences of climate change and its effect on SRHR as well as bringing more environmental/women’s groups to the upcoming EuroNGOs conference).  

Further weaknesses of the workshop mentioned by participants were as follows:

· tighter agenda, discussion a bit repetitive at times

· personal agendas dominating some of the discussions

The extend to which your expectations were met
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Pace and balance of the workshop (length, enough time for discussion and queries)
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In general, participants were very satisfied with the workshop format – presentations in the morning sessions with sufficient time for discussion and working groups in the afternoon, and stated repeatedly that both generated interesting discussions and offered excellent opportunities for participants to get to know and learn from each other.
Quality of the hospitality, venue and accommodation

Opinions regarding the workshop venue and hotels diverged. Also more than 60% of the participants rated the conference hotel as well as the accommodation as excellent or very good, 33% found it only satisfactory and 1 participant rated it as unsatisfactory. Some respondents remarked that the meeting room was quite small, and that the satellite hotels were only fair standard.  
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Evaluation by sessions
The vast majority of respondents were very satisfied with the high expertise of the speakers as well as with the session formats and the discussions they generated. No specific session was rated poor, but on the contrary, all sessions were predominantly (at the average 80-90%) rated as “excellent” or “very good”.

Further suggestions included: 
- follow up for the ICPD+15  and for MDG review at and of 2009

- a meeting organized in India or other 'south' country to address this issue

- a meeting with environmental groups and plenty of room for debate
- similar regular annual workshops of experts from different sectors, about connections between SRHR and some crucial actual issues
- to share work plans
- to have the topic on the agenda at the AGM in October
- to encouraging participants to report back by e-mail to the organizers on a) what feedback they received from their own orgs, b) what links they have made to environmental orgs as a follow-up to this workshop
- a report with facts showing linkages, key reading/website, recommendations
- prioritize concepts that were fairly controversial to ensure consensus building in their interpretations (climate change versus environmental degradation, family planning and population versus SRHR)
